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As A Man Soweth
Galatians 6:7-8

Our text today lends itself to three very important points: (1) the specific meaning of the
statement “whatsoever a man soweth, that shall he also reap™ has reference to
communicating (supporting) those who preach the gospel. (2) the general meaning has
reference to the law that states “every seed shall bring forth after its own kind,” hence
whatever we sow we shall reap. (3) Then Paul gives the general rule a spiritual meaning
by saying that “whosoever soweth to the flesh shall of the flesh reap corruption and
whosoever soweth to the Spirit shall of the Spirit reap everlasting life.

This passage contains a truth no infidel will deny. They may deny others, but not this one.
This statement is true even if the bible were destroyed. It is not true because the bible says
it, but the bible says it because it is true.

The passage does not read “whatsoever a man soweth he might reap, or he could reap, or
he should reap, but he will reap. It is true of every person. True of the king, prophet,
priest, preacher, president. True of all.

Moses told the tribes of Reuben, Gad, and half of Manasseh to go with the other nine and
one half tribes to conquer Canaan. In contemplation that they might not obey he warned
“be sure your sin will find you out.” Numbers 32:23. He was pointing out that sin and its
consequences are inseparably joined. This truth is taught throughout the bible.

Proverbs 30:23 “Surely the churning of milk bringeth forth butter and the wringing of the
nose bringeth forth blood, so the forcing of wrath bringeth forth strife.”

Job 4:8 “Even as | have seen, they that plow iniquity and sow wickedness, reap the
same.”

Psalms 137:8 “O daughter of Babylon, who art to be destroyed; happy shall be he that
rewardeth thee as thou hast served us.”

Isaiah 59:18 “According to their deeds, accordingly he will repay, fury to his adversaries
recompense to his enemies, to the islands he will repay recompense.”

Hosea 8:7 “For they have sown the wind and they shall reap the whirl wind.”

Hosea 10:12 “Ye have plowed wickedness ye have reaped iniquity.”
