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Good morning and welcome to our program. It is always good to have you with us today.
Your presence in the audience indicates an interest on your part in the things that make
for a better life in this world and an even better one in the world to come. Today I want to
talk with you about the difference that Christ can make in your life. There are certain
things that make a distinct difference in our lives, things that change us, altering not only
our appearance, but our inner being as well. Sickness makes a difference. A friend who
was once strong and healthy, becomes ill, last time I saw him he was but a shadow of his
former self he was hardly recognizable. Marriage makes a difference. People who marry
the right person are greatly influenced by that individual. Ex. young man marries a
devoted Christian. His life is changed for the better. He becomes a different individual.
Environment makes a difference. People who suffer from allergies and asthma often
move to a dry arid climate and regain their health. Others live among the wrong people
and influences and their lives take a turn for the worse. Time changes people. I know
several men who at one time had a full head of hair, today they are bald. The years have
taken their toll. The wrong type of learning changes a person. A young man goes away to
college and is influenced by the teaching of his professors who scoff at true religion.
When he returns home he refuses to go to church “I have learned better...” he says.

There are changes that come in home life and in business life. There are changes that
come in social and personal life. There are changes that come in thoughts and words.

But there is no change that can come to a man that can compare with the one that happens
when one meets the master and comes to Christ. Let us notice some Lives That Were

Changed By The Master

A. The Woman At The Well. John 4:6-20 and v.25-42

Jesus comes to a city of Samaria, called Sychar, where Jacob’s well is located Tired and
weary, he sits by the well. About the 6th hour (noon Jewish time) a woman arrives.

She had come to draw water for the daily needs of life. She came with her water pot.

The text would also indicate that she came:...with misery in her life...with an ache in her
heart...with frustration in her mind...with guilt on her conscience...with shame on her face
and with burdens on her shoulders. Jesus is thirsty and asks for a drink. (Obviously a way
to open a conversation which would lead to this woman believing in him.)

Since it was not common, for Jews and Samaritans had little to do with each other, the
woman is shocked that he would ask her for water. Jesus says “if you knew who it is who
says to you give me a drink you would have asked him, and he would have given you
living water.” Jesus realized that despite her fallen life, if she understood the truth, she
would accept it. v. 15 indicates an element of misunderstanding, on her part “give me this
