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How To Know You Are Saved

Good morning and welcome to Let The Bible Speak. It’s good to have you with us. We really
appreciate you tuning into the broadcast. Many of you tell us that you never miss this program, and we
appreciate that. Today I want to talk with you about “How you can know you are saved.” If someone
were to ask you “are you saved?” you would probably answer, yes I am, but what if they asked “how do
you know you are saved?” How would you reply? You might recount your obedience to the gospel as
proof of your salvation. When someone responds to the question “are you a Christian?” by saying “I
think so, or I hope so, or I guess so” we readily recognize the uncertainty of such an answer.

Story: re little boy who had been eating green apples and had a stomach-ache. When asked how he
knew the apples were green he replied “I have inside information.”

We should all know whether we have been saved or not. But how does the world know?

A man may wear a pin on his label telling us he belongs to a certain lodge. A man might wear a pin
that says he loves the Lord, or a hat or tee shirt that declares “I live the life.” That really doesn’t mean a
thing. If you have been saved, if you are a Christian, you will demonstrate it by the way you live.
People will be able to tell. In Acts 4:13 “Now when they saw the boldness of Peter and John, and
perceived that they were uneducated and untrained men, they marveled, And they realized that they had
been with Jesus.” The rulers, one by one began to realize that Peter and John had been with Jesus. It
was with Jesus that they received their education. This was the reason for their boldness. Can the world
say that about us? How may others know that we have “been with Jesus?”

To begin with today, I would like to suggest that: Others May Know That We Are Christians By Qur
Attitude Toward Sin. An important part of our conversion is repentance Luke 13:3; Acts 17:31 When
one goes back to his sinning, the world has a right to doubt his conversion. 1John 3:9 One who is born
of God, does not continue to commit sin. Sinful living is not the natural element for a Christian. The
devil seeks compromise. Go to church Sunday morning, but no other time. Give money to the church,
but don’t be “straight-laced” about how you make it. Go on Wednesday night, but embrace sin and a
good time other nights. Be careful of conversation when preacher or church members are around, but
not all the time(these are all compromises, and belie our attitude toward sin). Jesus met a man one day
possessed of a demon. He was dangerous to himself and others. He ran through the cemetery, cut
himself with stones. Jesus cast out the demon and loosed the man. He went into 10 cities and told what
Jesus had done and men saw the difference in him and marveled at the change. People ought to see the
difference in us as well. Romans 12:1-2 “I beseech you therefore brethren, by the mercies of God that
ye present your bodies a living sacrifice holy and acceptable to the Lord which is your reasonable
service. And be not conformed to this world, but be ye transformed by the renewing of your minds...”
1Peter 4:4 “..._they think it strange that you do not run with them in the same flood of dissipation,
speaking evil of you.”

Story: woman to husband “I wish you would obey the gospel.” She repeated this over and over. He
replied: “I will tell you why I haven’t obeyed. I don’t want to be rude, but you are a Christian and I am
not, yet you go where I go, you read what I read, I see no difference between us.” One day a drunkard
came up to the preacher Sam Jones and said “Mr. Jones I am one of your converts.” Mr. Jones said
“You must be one of mine, you’re certainly not one of the Lord’s.” You know friend, life is full of
changes. Health changes us, so does wealth, marriage, etc. But the greatest change ought to be the
change wrought by our conversion to Christ. The world should see that we have left our sins and
